In addition, 76% of the region’s jobs are concentrated within this a 30 minute walkshed; and 59% of jobs are within a 10 minute walkshed

SHORTENING THE WAIT

The bus stop is typically close, but the bus itself is 
another story. Frequency of service is a real 
problem in most of the region. If a resident needs 
off-peak service (e.g. for hospital visits or 
shopping) the waits can be excessive. Living on or 
near an essential corridor or in a downtown area is 
great for transit access, but the region needs to 
significantly improve neighborhood service.

However, this only tells part of the story…
 
When we add the frequency of bus availability within a 1,500 foot walkshed it is clear that there are significant gaps in transit access even within the core urban areas highlighted in the previous slide. 
 
Several areas may only have a few buses running at limited times throughout the day – these areas are primarily shown in the yellow shades on this map; while the other areas (blue and purple) have a high number of buses running relatively consistently throughout the day
 
So…. While coverage of fixed route transit is fairly good in the region, frequency of service poses challenges for many in reaching desired core services
